A weak upper air disturbance
was forecast to cross to the north
of the region Thursday night and
early Friday, bringing scattered
showers and thunderstorms
which should be out of the
region by daybreak.

Another, more potent, storm
system is forecast to cross early
next week. This should bring
widespread showers and thun-
derstorms from Monday morn-
ing into early Wednesday, with
Tuesday being the most likely
day for rainfall in East Texas.
